Monday—Read Luke 13:31-34 in the New Testament.  How does this passage re-
flect the compassion of Jesus?  What might his compassion look like toward you? 

Tuesday— Read John 11:1-45 in the New Testament.  What does this passage 
speak to you about Jesus’ care?  How might that same care be directed toward 
you?  How might you direct that care toward others?  Reread the scriptures from 
the Study Guide.  How do they speak to you about the characteristics of God?  
Do you see God in these ways, or some other way?  What has shaped your view 
of God? 

Wednesday—Today we begin to read the scriptures surrounding Jesus’ birth.  
Read Luke 1:1-25 in the New Testament.  The birth of John the Baptist is an im-
portant part of the story of Jesus’ birth.  John was Jesus’ cousin and would later 
pave the way for Jesus’ ministry.  What does this passage speak to you? 

Thursday— Read Luke 1:26-38 in the New Testament.  What is Mary’s response 
to God’s plan?  What does verse 37 mean to Mary?  To you? 

Friday—Read Luke 1:39-56 in the New Testament.  What is Elizabeth’s response 
to Mary’s arrival.  What is the response of her unborn baby?  What does Mary’s 
song of praise (verses 46-55) say about who Jesus will be?  Was her song accu-
rate?
